He was appointed to the Dunwoody Sustainability Committee in
2015, elected chairman in 2017 and is currently serving fourth
term as chairman.

Increasing organization and visibility of the committee
Establishing partnership with the Chattahoochee Riverkeeper
to create a weekly volunteer-led water quality monitoring
program for the entire Dunwoody watershed
