Tony Barnhart is in his 47th season of covering college football for
radio, television and the internet. He was a college football analyst
for eight years with the SEC Network, and before that, a college
football analyst for CBS Sports and a reporter for ESPN’s College
Game Day.

Tony spent 25 years at The Atlanta-Journal Constitution as a
college football writer and has authored five books on college
football. Two of the books are the autobiographies of Vince Dooley
and Larry Munson. Tony's sixth book “The 19 of Greene” will be
released in October.

Tony is a 1976 graduate of Grady College, the school of Journalism
at the University of Georgia. He has been inducted into the
school’s Grady Fellowship, signifying career achievement and
contributions to Journalism.
