The oldest
documented Gluhwein tankard is attributed to Count John IV of
Katzenelnbogen, a German nobleman who was the first grower of
Riesling grapes. This gold-plated lockable silver tankard is dated to
c. 1420.

The Alsace Christmas markets are said to only serve Gluhwein - no
other beverages. At our own Gluhwein Fellowship, we'll provide
the Gluhwein but ask that everyone coming bring a bottle of wine
or an appetizer/dessert to share. And we'll have non-alcoholic
beverages too.
